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Year 5 Spring Term 2016

Dear Parents,

Welcome back! We hope you had a wonderful time off during the Christmas holidays.  Please find below a summary of the main learning areas during the next term and some general reminders. 

Homework

This term, as it was last year, each Key Stage Two class will be handing out homework on a Thursday and it will need to be returned by the following Tuesday. 

Children should be completing English and Maths homework weekly (an hours Maths whizz over the week). There will be an explanation sheet in your child’s homework book but please come and see us if you need any further clarification. Please let us know how they find the homework tasks by coming to see us or writing a comment in their homework book. 

In upper KS2, children need to read for the equivalent of at least 15 minutes every school night (it might be that some nights they read more than other nights). They need to complete their reading record each time they read. We would very much appreciate you listening to your child’s reading /discussing their book with them at least three times a week and on these occasions request that you sign your child’s reading record book and, if possible, add a comment. This will really help your child to progress in reading and writing. We take reading records in to look at every week. 

In addition, children are required to practise times table and division facts to aid rapid recall.  Every week there will be an informal check as part of the maths lesson. Your child may bring their times table sheet home to practise.

Y5: Friday afternoon.

Please ensure that your child has/have the appropriate clothing and footwear in school for these lessons – a white t-shirt, navy/black shorts, trainers, a warm top, jogging trousers and a change of socks. 

Topic

This term our topic will be ‘Battle of Britain’. The children will be learning about what life is like to be an evacuee, propaganda, making Anderson shelters, looking at the different planes involved in the Battle of Britain and where the Battle of Britain took place.
The topic will also be fed into other subjects, from English and Maths through to Art and Science.




Autumn Term Curriculum Topics
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This term our Science topic is ‘How do materials change?’ We will be learning about how different materials change, conducting experiments and making predictions.
