This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.

Music is taught in class across the term, and is informed by the model curriculum (March 2021). Lessons are a minimum of 45 minutes and are taught by class teachers or HLTAs. Teaching is supported by the Kapow curriculum scheme of work. This musical learning is further supported by weekly singing assemblies lasting at least 20 minutes, and music listening throughout the week.
Our intention is first and foremost to help children to feel that they are musical, and to develop a life-long love of music. Each class teacher uses the scheme and adapts it to ensure every child can access and enjoy music within our school. 
We explore music through performing, listening, composing, and the history of music. We focus on developing the skills, knowledge and understanding that children need in order to become confident performers, composers, and listeners. Children will develop the musical skills of singing, playing tuned and un-tuned instruments, improvising and composing music, and listening and responding to music.
During their time in KS2, children spend 6 hours learning to play the ocarina as a whole class ensemble. This is taught by the Assistant Head or class teacher.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At The Round House we offer children in KS2 the opportunity to join POP START. This is a paid for activity set up by an outside company but with strong links to the school where parents can pay termly for their child to be part of a band playing either drums, electric guitar, keyboards or vocals. They have a performance to parents once a term in the school hall. Each term a pupil premium child is chosen for a school scholarship. 
Children are also given the opportunity to have instrument lessons from an outside agency, JMP Music. This covers woodwind, guitars, keyboards and singing. Lessons take place in the afternoons and after school and are paid for by parents on a termly basis with a range of lesson options.
We have a school choir made up of children from Year 2 to Year 6 who meet weekly with the SLT music lead in a classroom after school during the Autumn Term leading to a public performance. This weekly club then changes to a singing club in Spring and Summer. We also provide an ocarina club during the year usually for upper KS1 or lower KS2. These clubs are free.
Chosen KS2 pupil premium children are often invited to attend an orchestral concert by a local secondary school.



Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	All children will have the opportunity to perform musically each year. They will also experience high quality music experiences in and out of school. These include:

· Carol Concert performed by Reception to the school and parents at Christmas.
· All KS1 children perform a musical at Christmas to the school and parents.
· The choir sings at the Mayors Carol Concert at a church in St Neots to other schools, parents and local dignitaries, as well as the school Christmas Fayre.
· KS2 sing carols at a local church with children from other St Neots schools.
· Year 6 perform at the O2 with the Young Voices choir.
· Year 3 and 4 perform a musical play to the school and parents at Easter.
· Year 2 form a year group choir at the St Neots Music Festival each summer where local schools sing songs together.
· Year 5 and 6 perform a musical play together at the end of the summer term.
· Year 5 and 6 visit the Royal Opera House when tickets are available.
· Professional Musicians ‘Travelling by Tuba’ visit us for our ARTS days at the end of the summer term.
· Round House has got Talent is a school talent show where many pupils choose singing or playing an instrument to audition within their year group, and hopefully get through to the final performed in front of the whole school.



In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	In future years, our Music Development Plan aims to achieve the following:
· Develop and monitor the music scheme to ensure consistency and progression from EYFS through to year 6 .
· Finding funding for a class set of Ukuleles to be taught in Year 6 by the class teacher
· Develop links with a new local care home for singing and music making sessions.
· Develop stronger links with local music hub.
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
