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Roman costume:
It is easy o think of Roman costume just in terms of togas, but a glance at an
encyclopaedia of fashion will show very many styles. It is intended that this
illustration should simplify matters in order to give children the opportunity to
wear something, which is approximately correct and begin to make the
imaginative leap, which is so valuable when studying the past.
o Simplest version. Just wear a knee length sleeveless tunic with belt. Any
colour. You could even get away with a plain large T-shirt with a belt or
a plain night-shirt.
e Half hour version - Simple shift (chiton). Rectangle of any colour but
preferably not too bright. Cut hole in the middle for the head. Fold-in
half. Stitch side seams, leaving gaps for arms. Tie around waist with belt.

¢ Any style could have a cloak fixed on both shoulders.




o Simplest version. Just wear a knee length sleeveless tunic with belt. Any
colour. You could even get away with a plain large T-shirt with a belt or a
plain night-shirt.

e Half hour version Simple shift (chiton). Rectangle of any colour but
preferably not too bright. Cut hole in the middle for the head. Fold-in half.
Stitch side seams, leaving gaps for arms. Tie around waist with belt, Use
firmly fixed brooches or safely pins to gather shoulders.

e Any style could have a draped mantle/shawl (Palia) on top.
