Smock - a large piain shirt with a large collar and a belt or cord round the waist.
Doublet - you could add a plain walstcoat, if you have one as a doublet.
Hose - tuck phain, dark, baggy trousers {such as trock-sult bottoms) into long socks.

Gregt Fre of London Costume

Smock- a pidin shirt with ¢ large coliar.

Kirtle- a long, preferably plain skirt.

Bedice- o plain waistcoat, if you have one. [Or you could wear a long, plain dress,
with a belt or cord tie.)

Apron- preferably ploin white. You could attach a rectangle of white material to a
fie {no gathers or pockets), A bell or cord fie or plaited wool fie.

Shoes-any flat, sturdy shoes,

Coif - {for your head). A triangle of white maieriol fied around the head to hide the
hair. The long ends are tied over the hanging point, which is then tucked over the

knot.
