Over 750 teachers and support staff have attended our training courses this
year. Our highly successful Maths and English Subject Leader Development
days at Wyboston Lakes Training Centre have attracted 150 Subject Leaders
from Bedfordshire, Suffolk and Cambridgeshire. We introduced new courses
this year, including an Early Career Development Programme, funded by the
DfE, and training sessions for new members of Trust LGBs. Thank you to all
the facilitators who develop and run these courses, and make them so
successful.

Professional Development Meetings (PDMs) for teachers and teaching assistants have continued this year, enabling
all staff to share good practice and to work with colleagues across the Trust.

Our Specialist Leaders in Education (SLEs) have continued to carry out effective School to School Support work. This
support is wide ranging and includes both visits to the schools being supported but also visits by them to Diamond
Learning Trust schools to see and discuss good practice. We will continue to provide bespoke support to schools next
year with the aim of impacting teaching and learning, helping to drive school improvement.

The Diamond Teaching School would like to thank all mentors for supporting and
coaching our trainees so well. We look forward to welcoming new trainee teachers in the Autumn term as they embark
on their year-long course to qualify.

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It has been a great term at Glebelands. Every year group has been excited by their o et o
learning and has progressed on their personal journey, and there have been many

interesting visits, visitors and activities within the school environment. The children have enjoyed competing

in sports and learning competitions both within school and in the wider community.

They are very settled as a year
group, very keen to learn, and always bright and
cheerful.

Year Two recently had a great visit to Knowles Transport. They
were allowed to sit in the vintage lorry and could compare that
with the huge lorries they see on the road most days. They
were interested to see where all the lorries were on the map,
and were most impressed by all the goods that needed to be
delivered.

Year Three started their year with an experience day and have
built upon their learning ever since. They showed everyone in
assembly how the timeline worked. We were all helped in our understanding of time periods and how short
our own lives are in comparison. Year Four have been learning about Ancient Egypt over the course of this
term. They have remembered lots of facts and have a clear
understanding of why Howard Carter didn’t want to hang
around inside the pyramids. Year Four were also victorious
in our Maths Challenge (right)!

Year Five enjoyed their
visit to one of the best
glass blowers in the
country. He has his
workshop in Chatteris and
was very generous in
showing how he changes materials to create beautiful objects. Year Five
have now started their topic on Earth and Space and are looking forward
to their next visit in the New Year.

Year Six learned all about evolution before pulling together lots of their
historical learning and considering Crime and Punishment throughout
history.

Leverington

Reception children were lucky enough to be
visited by a policeman as part of their ‘People
Who Help Us’ topic. The children enjoyed learning about how the
police keep us safe, what they could do if they were lost, and other
important jobs that policemen and women do in our local area — as
well as seeing how the police van’s lights and sirens worked!

protect mankind. The children have since used these films as inspiration for writing tasks back at school,
including entering a writing competition to create a review of their chosen films. We hope the experience
has helped the children develop new ideas for their own writing.
