Homework

recorded on Track My Read and there will be recognition of this work throughout the
year.

-Spelling Shed - children are expected to complete tasks set by the class teacher
each week. These will be set each Monday and completed by the following Monday.

-Maths.co.uk - children are expected to complete tasks set for them on a weekly
basis. This will be set and checked on Mondays.

P.E.

P.E. for Year 6 will be on a Monday and Tuesday. These may be subject to change so
please ensure that a P.E. kit is in school all week. Please ensure that your child has the
appropriate clothing and footwear in school for these lessons: a white t-shirt, navy or
black football-style shorts (not cycling shorts), trainers, a warm top and jogging trousers
(if it is colder). Please also ensure that all children have a named water bofttle in school
every day.

Autumn Term 2025 - Curriculum Units for Year 6

Art

Our unit is ‘Craft Design: Photo
Opportunity’. The children will
explore different photographic
techniques, creating images
through photomontage and
photorealistic portraits whilst
enhancing their skills in
composition and editing.
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Computing
The children will be
learning about Bletchley
Park and codebreaking.
As well as this, they will be
designing their own
websites.
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Science
Our first unit is ‘Living Things
and their Habitats’. The
children

will learn about micro-
organisms and the
identification and

classification of different
animals and plants.

History
We will be studying the
Ancient Greeks in our History
lessons, understanding their
importance and the impact
they had on the world.

P.E.

The children will be playing
tag rugby, as well as
looking at fitness & health,
lacrosse and hockey.

Worldviews
The children will be looking
at answering the question
‘Why does religion look
different around the world?’
To do this, they will be
engaging with a range of
cultures, religions and
worldviews.
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Music
The children will be
looking at the music used
in television and film to
understand its purpose
and importance.
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Geography
The children will be
looking at Biomes this
term, understanding
what they are and how
humans affect the world
around us.
